TO:  Food Vendors
We are now accepting applications for Food Vendors for the 2012 89er Celebration to be held April 17-21, 2012 in Guthrie OK. We are accepting applications through April 1, 2012. To guarantee your space, the application must be turned in by this time.
Space is limited and will be reserved as applications are received and approved. All requirements must be submitted with your application for it to be approved. Incomplete applications or fees not submitted will cause your application to be returned.
This year, the food vendors will have a little different set-up, to make it easier for you and for the public to reach you. Therefore, there will be NO early set-up of any food vendors. You must attend the meeting on April 18th at the Legion building at 9 am to find out where your space is and how to set-up. This is necessary for less confusion and easier set-up.
If you are an Oklahoma-based business, you must be in possession of a valid Oklahoma State Sales Tax Permit to be accepted. Out of state vendors are required to pay sales tax directly to the Oklahoma Tax Commission. All vendors, by applying for this event, agree and are responsible to pay Oklahoma Sales Tax, either to us at the end of the event, or to the Oklahoma Tax Commission directly.

 FOOD VENDOR GENERAL INFORMATION

2007 was the Oklahoma Centennial. Guthrie was the territorial capital and the first state capital. The 89er Celebration is to commemorate the Land Run of April 22, 1889 that commenced in Guthrie.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Space size for each unit in 10 x 20 feet. The cost is $370. If your unit is longer than 20 feet, you will need two spaces.
Electricity and water are included at no extra cost for your food unit. However, if you require electricity for your supply vehicle, there is a fee of $15 for 110 volt and $25 for 220 volt. There is a hook-up fee for electricity, which you pay directly to the electrician. You will need AT LEAST 100 feet of cable. 
There is no fee for water hook-up, but you will need a separate hose and connection for the water and for the drain. The intake hose must be white and the drain hose can be any other color. You should have at least 2 50’ hoses. You must dispose of any used grease in a central tank.
Parking for supply vehicles will be available. The parking space is free and you will need a decal for the vehicle’s window, which you can pick up at check-in. You will need to pay for the electricity. 
ALL ELECTRICITY HOOK-UPS AND WATER CONNECTIONS MUST BE PERFORMED BY OUR AUTHORIZED ELECTRICIANS AND TECHNICIANS.
Your personal vehicles may be parked in a designated spot for free, a decal for those vehicles will be given at check-in. It is a violation of city ordinances to use that land for sleeping quarters.
If your vehicles do not have parking decals, they may be towed at your expense. There are several RV parks within 3 miles of downtown Guthrie.
THERE WILL BE NO EARLY CHECK-INS. THE ONLY CONTACT PEOPLE FOR VENDORS ARE COMMANDER ALBERT HAWKES OR POLLY HAWKES.
FAILURE TO APPEAR AT CHECK-IN WILL FORFEIT YOUR SPOT.
IF YOU SET-UP EARLY, YOU WILL BE ASKED TO TAKE DOWN YOUR SET-UP UNTIL THE DESIGNATED TIME.

2012 FOOD VENDOR POLICY

There have been changes and improvements made from the last few years, so it is important that you are at check-in. Failure to contact Albert or Polly Hawkes with any concerns/questions or requests will mean they will NOT be honored. This is to avoid confusion or misinformation. Thank you for your understanding and cooperation. We are trying to make this the best event we can and need your help to do so!!
1. Vendors will meet upstairs at the American Legion Building at 9 am on April 18, 2012 for check-in. Set-up will start immediately upon completion of the orientation. You will get your spot to set-up at the meeting.
2. You must clear your area by noon on April 22, 2012.
3. You are responsible for the cleanliness of your area at all times. The American Legion will provide tables and chairs for the public.
4. Vendors are responsible for the security and safety of your unit(s).
5. You must have liability insurance in the minimum of one million dollars.
6. Garbage disposal – The American Legion will provide trash disposal units as well as keeping them dumped into the dumpsters, but you are responsible for keeping your area cleaned at all times. This service will cost $15 and covers the whole event.
7. You must set all used cooking oil on the back side of your trailer and the garbage cleaning crew will pick it up daily and dispose of it.
