CRAFT VENDOR POLICY 2012

The 89er Days Celebration will be held April 17-21, 2012. There have been changes and improvements made from the last few years, so it is important that you are at check-in. Failure to contact Albert or Polly Hawkes with any concerns, questions or requests will mean they will NOT be honored. This is to avoid confusion or misinformation. Thank you for your understanding and cooperation. We are trying to make this the best event we can and need your help to do so!!
1. Craft vendors will meet upstairs in the American Legion building at 9 am on Thursday, April 19, 2012. Set-up will follow immediately upon completion of check-in. Someone from your organization MUST be in attendance to get your booth assignment, tax forms, passes and check-in done.
2. The booth spaces are 10 x 10. If you exceed that, you will be asked to pay for the additional space at the time you set up. To avoid that, if you are over 10 x 10, please pay at time of application.
3. You must clear your area by noon Sunday, April 22, 2012.
4. You are responsible for the cleanliness of your area at all times. The Legion will provide dumpsters at the east end of the vendor area. However, you must deposit your trash in it. If you do not wish to do so, you may pay extra for trash disposal (see below)
5. Vendors are responsible for the security and safety of their units.
6. You MUST have liability insurance in the minimum amount of one million dollars, or in lieu of that, you may opt to use the “Hold Harmless Agreement” that you can get online at OK89ERDAYS.COM or request one at time of application.
7. Trash Disposal – The Legion will provide dumpsters for you to put your own trash in, or you may pay $15 extra for the Legion to dump your trash. This cost covers the entire celebration.
