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2007 was the Oklahoma Centennial. Guthrie was the territorial capital and the first state capital until Oklahoma City took the Seal of the State of Oklahoma in the dead of night and brought it into Oklahoma City, which determined which city became the official capital. The 89ers Celebration commemorates the Land Run of April 22, 1889, that took place starting in Guthrie and commenced the official settling of Oklahoma.
The craft vendor space size for each unit is 10 ft. by 10 ft. The cost is $75. If your unit is larger than 10 x 10, you will need to pay for a double space.
If you require electricity for your space, the fee is $15 for 110 volt and $25 for 220 volt. If you do require the 220 volt, there is also a hookup charge for electricity, which you would pay directly to the electrician. 
You will need AT LEAST 100’ of cable.
There is NO running water available for the craft vendor area.
Your supply, or personal vehicle, may be parked in the designated areas free of charge, as long as it carries a decal, which you will receive at check-in. It is a violation of city ordinances to use this area for sleeping quarters. If you park in another area, you may be towed at your expense.
All electricity hookups must be performed by our authorized electrician.
There are several RV parking area within 3 miles of downtown Guthrie.
